Additionally, the Research Intern will develop a work plan, learn the basics of advocacy-oriented research and policy work including gathering and synthesizing information from multiple sources, communicate with community members to gather intelligence, and assist with the development of public education materials in a variety of forms. They will gain skills that will serve them throughout their lives -- policy research and writing, translating elections law jargon into accessible materials for community members, and on-the-ground intelligence gathering in the communities where we work. At the end of their experience, the intern will provide a Presentation of Learning that highlights their work and learning.
